INTRO QUESTIONS:

KEY PASSAGES:

Jesus?
● Colossians 1:28-29 - Who is the source of our energy and ability to make disciples? Have

you been trying to accomplish that in your own strength?
● Matthew 28:18-20 - How does Jesus’ actual command differ from what we sometimes

see as evangelism in the Church?

● Have you ever been part of an “evangelism disaster”? Tell us about it.
● Is there anyone in your life you would say you are discipling? If not, in whom do you think

you should begin investing?
● What are some of your biggest fears that hold you back from sharing Jesus with people?
● Page 330 asked, “Who are five people on your daily prayer list that you hope will come to

Christ?” Who are those people, and, if you can't think of five, what could you do to begin
forming relationships with unchurched people?
